Much like the cover of her new album, the response to Dido’s Safe Trip Home has been out of this world.

Critics from coast to coast are raving about her third album, calling it “yet another poised, understated, tasteful affair.” (New York Daily News); “‘Grafton Street’ is a masterstroke…” (L.A. Times); “Dido’s voice is so comforting, you almost miss the blues it conceals.” (Rolling Stone); “…Dido’s predictably graceful return is a welcome respite. Tonight (Thursday, November 20) you can hear a track from the album featured on ABC’s hit medical drama “Grey's Anatomy,” which will showcase “Quiet Times.” Alex Patsavas, Chop Shop’s founder and Grey’s Anatomy Music Supervisor, says Dido’s melodies and voice never fail to inspire her. “I always turn to Dido’s music when I need an outstanding and memorable melody on top of a strong yet chill groove. She has a deceptive way of being both in the background and foreground at the same time, and that really enhances this scene. You’re singing the song before you realize you’re hooked, yet you never leave the emotion or forward movement of the story.”

A longtime fan of mixing musical and visual elements, Dido commissioned eleven short films to accompany the album. She asked various film directors in specific countries around the world to create pieces based on their idea of what home means to them, using a chosen song from the album for inspiration.

Based thematically around the concept of home, these shorts feature stories of hope, love, commitment and longing, from around the globe: a dump site in Rio; a Mumbai taxi-cab; the rugged coast of New Zealand's South Island; a Thai boxing ring; and a picturesque Portuguese fishing village.


“I wanted every song to have its own film to represent the album as a whole,” Dido says. “I love seeing how someone else might interpret a song that is so specific and personal to me. It's an experiment I've been really enjoying, watching the songs be turned on their heads by these beautiful emotional visual stories that are coming out of it.”

Recorded in Los Angeles and London, Safe Trip Home is produced by Jon Brion (Fiona Apple, Kanye West, Rufus Wainwright, Eels) , Ark—the new production company founded by Rollo Armstrong (Faithless) and Dido. The new album includes smoldering, soulful songs that feature Dido playing guitar, piano, bells and the trusty recorder she toured Europe with as a prodigious pupil of London’s Guildhall School of Music. She’s even responsible for some of the album’s drums (most notably on the sumptuously melancholy “Quiet Times.”). The record also includes “Grafton Street,” a song Dido co-wrote with Brian Eno. 

Safe Trip Home follows the global, chart-topping success of Dido’s two previous albums: No Angel and Life for Rent.
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
