Hard work is paying off for electro-alternative songstress Imogen Heap.  Her impressive Megaphonic/RCA Victor debut album Speak for Yourself hit U.S stores on November 1, 2005, debuting at #2 on the Top New Artist (Heatseekers) Chart in its first week.  Most recently, she has accepted the honor and challenge of recording a track, which will play over the closing, credits of The Chronicles of Narnia: The Lion, The Witch and The Wardrobe coming to theaters December 9, 2005

Speak for Yourself is truly a labor of love for Imogen.  She took complete creative and technical control by independently financing, writing and recording the project in her own studio. 

The All Music Guide called Speak for Yourself “…the finest electro/alt CD of 2005.”

In addition to securing the #2 position on the Top New Artist (Heatseekers) Chart, the results of her efforts have also landed her at #2 on the Alternative New Artist Chart, #3 on the Electronic Albums Chart, #3 on the Electronic Albums Core Store Chart and #4 on the Digital Albums Chart.

As a set up for Speak for Yourself, Imogen joined the Hotel Café tour on September 22, 2005, quickly becoming a crowd favorite. Performing Songwriter Magazine reviewed her performance in the set and said “I’ve heard Heap’s music before, through her band Frou Frou and her luminous solo album Speak for Yourself, but I was not prepared for her powerful live show. Woah….I’ve never seen someone silence a loud venue so quickly-the entire crowd was under her spell.”

She astonished audiences by coordinating her “one woman band” of keyboards, beat-boxes and computers, with her intoxicating vocals and perfect pitch.  Imogen’s popularity led her to headline three sold out dates of her own at the end of October in Los Angeles and New York City.

No stranger to the soundtrack, Imogen’s first single “Hide and Seek” surrounded the intense 2005 season closer of the hit U.S television show The O.C, and her work with Frou Frou was heard during Zach Braff’s acclaimed Garden State. “Can’t Take It In”, will appear on The Chronicles of Narnia: The Lion, The Witch and the Wardrobe soundtrack available December 6, 2005 on Disney Records USA.  Imogen herself will be on hand December 7, 2005 to celebrate her accomplishments at the Film’s U.K premiere.
